	QUARTERLY PRESENTATION – COMMUNITY SERVICES AND DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT



	Director Mitch Davison came forward to present the Community Services and Development quarterly report covering October through December, 2019.  He reviewed several photographs shown on the overhead screen of residential development around the city along with the following commercial projects:  The Outlook, American Bank, Staybridge Suites, Camp Bow Wow and Alliance Bank.

	QUARTERLY PRESENTATION – PUBLIC SAFETY DEPARTMENT



	Chief Crook gave an overview of the quarterly report and he provided quarterly comparison statistics for October 1, 2018 – December 31, 2018 and October 1, 2019 – December 31, 2019 of the Patrol Division, CID, Communications, Court, and Animal Control.  The Chief stated the traffic citation number was incorrect and should be a 17% decrease instead of a 5% decrease.  He stated that they started assigning one to two officers in the fire bay overnight as of October so those officers are off the streets working the fire responses which you will see the fire responses are up.  Also, as of the first of the year, he stated they are fully staffed again and most of the training is coming to an end other than the two that just started.

	STAFF UPDATE – SPECIAL PROJECTS PRESENTATION

· ISLAND ENTRY – ARBORETUM

· FAMILY CENTER


	The Assistant City Manager, Lenny Caballero provided a brief update on the following projects:
· Island entry at the Arboretum – The objection a few years back was to create an inviting interactive fountain at the entrance at the Pavilion that allows the public to still see the building and to use it as a picture backdrop.  He provided a brief history on this project and provided two artist renderings of the proposed fountain.  This a turnkey project that includes the lighting, electrical, water features, planting and maintenance.  The plans are to go out for bid in February.
· Family Center – The objective was to replace the old Family Center and provide a new center that is safer and provides better programing for the citizens.  A brief history was provided on this project which began in September of 2017.  Staff conducted a condition report to determine the use of the building.  In November of 2019 he met with staff to discuss a clear objective as to what we are trying to do.  Staff decided a new architect was needed on this project.  After meeting with RBDR Architects, staff decided they want to keep the target audience the same which is 6th grade and younger, focus on the current activities which are volleyball and basketball and also use the center during the day as a senior citizen activity center.  One of the main objectives of the staff is to double the courts.  An artist rendering of the double courts was provided.  There is also a need for larger meeting rooms to be used for parties.  Although our focus is on the building first, there is also a need for better seating and parking, along with a need for restroom facilities outside to accommodate the outdoor activities.  With all this in mind, safer entries are a big concern.  
Staff is working on providing plans and surveys of the land, etc. to the architect.  By April, we could have a 3D model for you to look at of the new building.  If all goes well, we could go out for bid around August.

City Council would like staff to continue to get feedback on this project.
